School Closure Action Plan

In the unlikely event of St Anthony’s School being subject to closure please ensure that your daughter follows this plan to make sure that her learning is not interrupted.

Please remember that it is important for your daughter to continue to work regularly and we recommend that she completes a minimum of 30 minutes of language work per school day missed.

Week 1 of closure- Consolidation
· Look at the Scheme of Learning for the appropriate Year group and work out where you are in the Scheme. 

· Look through all of the notes/worksheets you have done in class and thoroughly revise all of the vocabulary and grammar you have covered (make yourself notes on grammar points and write out the vocabulary to test yourself).

· Make sure that you do not have any unfinished or untidy pieces of work –if necessary redraft any pieces of written work which your teacher has marked.

· Spend at least 30 minutes each school day using interactive websites to practice your grammar and vocabulary. You should have the details for linguascope and you can also use languagesonline.co.uk. The BBC bitesize sites are also very good and if you google French or Spanish interactive sites you should be spoilt for choice!
Week 2 of closure- Preparation
· Look at the next topic in the Scheme of Learning which you have not yet started to cover in class. On a sheet of A4 paper produce a mind map on this topic- this should be in French or Spanish and should contain single words and phrases/sentences. Look at the Scheme of Learning to help you decide what to include- use pictures and symbols to make your work look better.

Extension Task- produce an A-Z in French or Spanish of words and phrases on the new topic. Use a dictionary as this is an excellent way of working on your dictionary skills.

· Use the on-line sites to practice the new topic, you should also download the worksheets from linguascope (and any other sites) and complete them as fully as you can.

· If possible get together with someone from your class to compare what you have done and exchange ideas- take the opportunity to test each other and to try and practice your speaking together.
· Produce a powerpoint (or a poster) on the new topic – you may do this in pairs or groups if you can get together with your friends. We will look at some of these when we get back to school and use them as a peer assessment activity. 

Week 3 onwards -Continuation

· When you feel that you have fully completed a topic (mind-map, vocabulary list, useful words and phrases, interactive websites, worksheets printed from internet, powerpoint or poster of the key points) then you should move onto the next topic and go back to “Week 2”.
Please note

If absence from school continues then further advice and additional work will be added to this site.

Remember

It is important to do some French or Spanish everyday (minimum of 30 minutes) as long as you do this you will be making progress and continuing to learn. Your teacher will make sure that you have not missed any important work when you return to school. Please keep all of the work you do (including a record of the time you spend online recorded in your planner and signed by your parents) and bring it with you when you return to school.
